Youth in the integration process

of people with disabilities

CEULAJ, Mollina (Malaga) 12th  to 16th  September 2007
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Presentation

The Council of Europe expressed the need to resurrect the work started in 1995 for the Campaign “All Different, All Equal” regarding youth matters. However, now there was a desire to give it a new wider focus in order to adapt it to the current needs of our society, and thus it was decided to focus the work on diversity, human rights and participation of youth.

The Spanish Youth Institute (INJUVE) took on the challenge by starting up the Campaign “Intolerantesanonimos.org”, changing the traditional focus of awareness campaigns. Contrary to the traditional approach focused on accepting minorities and tolerance, diversity is seen as something embedded in our societies and of great value, and those who are not able to see this reality are subject to treatment and rehabilitation. The aim is to stop prejudices and stereotypes that lack truthfulness (www.intolerantesanonimos.org) 

INJUVE has structured its work around four priority action needs with regards to diversity, ethnic and cultural diversity, sexual diversity, gender equality and the integration of people with disabilities.

Youth organisations in general have been developing more or less structured actions around the first three topics, but there is a lot of work left to do with regards to disabilities in order to integrate young people with disabilities into young organisations, to give them self-representation in platforms of people with disabilities or youth advice, and to establish supranational alliances and networks that give strength and durability to this work.

In Spain, over the last few years, and thanks to the work done by various social groups and agents, the problems of people with disabilities have been made more apparent, resulting in different public assistance measures and integration and rights’ equality  policies. 

The actions carried out in this sense by the current Spanish Government have been crucial to achieve total legislative acknowledgment of the rights to have equal opportunities for people with disabilities, as well as a budgetary commitment with measures removing the main obstacles still existing in various vital development arenas; public and private spaces for personal development, such as education and employment, or our own streets and squares. 

Organization

The symposium is organized by the Spanish Youth Institute (INJUVE), with the cooperation of the Council of Europe, in the framework of the Campaign “All different. All Equal”, and with the support of the Directorate-General for Disability Sectors of the Spanish Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs and the Spanish Committee of People with Disabilities (CERMI).

Objectives.
1. To get to know the reality of people with disabilities and the work of organizations that support their rights.

2. To provide strategies and working tools to the youth institutions and organizations to achieve the total integration of young disabled people.

3. To hear about new experiences and regulatory frameworks on the rights of people with disabilities.

4. To establish alliances that foster tasks regarding disability and youth at a European level.

Work methodology

Two different strategies will be established for the morning and afternoon sessions. The morning sessions will be a presentation of experiences, where various actions and introductions of the topics will be presented. Sessions will always be open to participation and Q&A time.

During the afternoons, teams will work in a more reflective way to define future working strategies and to provide new skills to the participants.

Participants

The Symposium is mainly addressed to young people, volunteers or youth organisations’ employees who want to implement new lines of action targeting young people with disabilities, or to those responsible of youth departments in the organisations of people with disabilities, especially at a national level, of all the member states of the Council of Europe.

A selection system will be established to give priority to a balanced geographical and gender participation. Moreover it will give priority to the following:

· Experience working with disabled people.

· Experience in youth organisations.
· Preferably, those attending must be under 30.

· Priority will be given to those candidates supported by a National Campaign Committee. “All different- All equal”.

Working languages.

The working languages will be Spanish and English; there will also be sign interpretation.

Funding and participation conditions

Accommodation and food will be provided at the CEULAJ by the organisation (Eurolatinamerican Youth Centre), dependent on the INJUVE, in the city of Mollina, Malaga.

Travel expenses of the Spanish participants will be paid by INJUVE, and by the Council of Europe for the other participants.
Travel costs will be reimbursed upon presentation of all receipts of payment according to the payment criteria of both institutions, which will be made available when confirming if selected to participate in the Symposium.
